	The manuscript contributes a relevant aspect to the scientific community by tackling one of the major gaps in traffic modelling, namely, the special characteristics of the flow of motorcycles within disordered and heterogeneous urban traffic systems that are typical in most sub-Saharan African cities. The paper provides a good and realistic framework to comprehend the motorcycle traffic environment and provides a simulation of the same by integrating the theory of continuum of traffic flow into an agent-based model and including the stochastic behaviour of the riders. The lessons obtained in the case study of Kisii Town are very broadly applicable in planning, designing infrastructures, and managing traffic in such issues in most parts of the world.
