	The abstract is clear and gives a good overview of the study, but it can be strengthened further. At present, it mainly describes the phenomenon and the species observed, but it does not fully highlight the significance of the findings.

	Yes, the manuscript is scientifically correct. The background on albinism, the detailed case descriptions, and the comparison with earlier literature are accurate and consistent with established knowledge.

	The references are generally sufficient and cover a wide range of Indian and international studies related to albinism, coloration, and ungulate biology. However, a few of them are quite old (from the 1960s–1980s), and the manuscript would benefit from including more recent molecular and genetic research on albinism.

	The language of the manuscript is generally understandable, but it needs improvement to fully meet scholarly standards. 
	

	Optional/General comments


	The study is scientifically correct, novel in reporting the first cases of albinism in Nilgai and Blackbuck from Rajasthan, and supported by good field observations and photographic evidence. However, improvements are needed in the abstract, language clarity, section structure (separating Results and Discussion), and inclusion of more recent references. With these revisions, the paper has strong potential for acceptance.
