	The abstract is generally comprehensive, but it is too lengthy and could be condensed. It mixes objectives, methodology, and results in a somewhat unstructured way. Suggestions:

Remove repetitive statements about ICT importance. Clearly state objectives, methods (sample size, location), key results (major variables influencing adoption), and conclusion in concise form and mention implications for policy or extension services.

	The manuscript is scientifically sound. The objectives, methodology, and statistical analyses (correlation, regression, and path analysis) are appropriate. The study design (ex-post facto, survey with n=90) is acceptable. Results are well presented with tables and figures. However: Some discussions repeat results without deeper interpretation, policy implications could be emphasized more and limitations of the study (sample size, district-specific focus) should be acknowledged.

	The references are generally sufficient and relevant, including both classical (Rogers, 2003) and recent works (2019–2022). However, some more international references (e.g., FAO e-agriculture reports, World Bank ICT-agriculture studies) would strengthen the literature review.

	The English is understandable but requires moderate editing for grammar, sentence structure, and conciseness.
