They only picked two areas (out of five) and one hospital from each type (primary, secondary, tertiary).

The study says 70.5% took iron-folic acid (IFA) daily, but it’s not clear what "good adherence" means (e.g., taking pills every day or just most days?)

Important factors like income or number of pregnancies weren’t included in the final analysis, even though they might affect adherence.
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
