Editor’s Comment:
Ventricular tachycardia (VT) typically arises in patients with impaired left ventricular ejection fraction (LVEF). However, VT may also occur in individuals with preserved EF, highlighting the importance of myocardial fibrosis as an arrhythmogenic substrate. Cardiac magnetic resonance imaging (CMR) with late gadolinium enhancement (LGE) has emerged as a key tool in identifying such risk beyond EF assessment. This case emphasizes the importance of CMR in arrhythmic risk stratification, supports ICD therapy regardless of EF, and illustrates the challenges of multidisciplinary management in patients with oncological and gastrointestinal comorbidities.
With due consideration to the reviewer's comments and the revisions made, the decision on the manuscript  for the Asian Journal of Cardiology Research is Accepted.
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
