Editor’s Comment:
  This is an interesting case report. Compression of the pulmonary artery by a mediastinal mass is a rare and often underrecognized cause of supravalvular pulmonary stenosis in adults. It may present with signs of right heart failure and should be suspected, especially when common etiologies are excluded. Transthoracic echocardiography remains essential for initial hemodynamic assessment, while cross-sectional imaging, particularly computed tomography, is crucial to identify the underlying cause. Definitive management focuses on treating the compressive lesion, with options ranging from surgical removal to oncologic therapies. Early recognition and a multidisciplinary approach are necessary to optimize outcomes of this severe uncommon entity.
