	Not so comprehensive. But here is the strengths of your abstract; clear focus (it states the where, what, and why), key findings included, and good flow. Your abstract should be improved for more comprehensive and scientific. Here is the points that could be improved:

1. Lack of research gap/purpose statement. The abstract doesn’t explicitly explain why this research is important beyond describing findings.

2. Add 1-2 sentences at the beginning to highlight the gap (e.g., “Despite rising global concern for sustainability, limited research explores…..)

3. Methodology is missing. Abstracts should briefly mention how the study was conducted (sample size, method of data collection, type of analysis etc.)

4. The findings are clear, but the abstract doesn’t explicitly say what this means for policymakers or sustainability reviewers
5. Keywords are too few. Journals usually require 4-6 and they should be more specific. 


	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	Your manuscript is scientifically correct. However, it is not yet strong enough for publications because of limited analytical depth, unclear gap, and lack of critical discussion. To be published, it needs a stronger literature gap and research justification, clearer methodological rigor (e.g., sample justification, statistical tools, etc), deeper discussion with prior studies, and expanded conclusion (e.g., implications, limitations and future research).

	Yes, your reference are scientifically relevant and mostly recent, but they need formatting fixes, stronger journal sources, and broader global representation to make the manuscript more excellent.
