	This manuscript represents a moderate scientific importance. It is meaningfully relevant for Nigerian and West African banking research. However, it provides a limited theoretical advancement and innovation for international research and practice. The study is restricted to listed banks only, without including smaller financial institutions, the sample size is small (12 banks), which may limit generalizability, there is a geographic specificity that may decrease broader applicability, and only two variables are considered in risk asset management measurement.

	The problem statement is missing in the abstract. One or two sentences are needed in the beginning to explain why risk asset management is important in Nigerian banking, what is the problem addressed by the present paper, and to identify research motivation. Regarding the results, more statistical details (Coefficient values, Significance levels…) are needed to prove the “positive significant influence” mentioned in the abstract. Limitations can also be specified. The abstract is a little bit short; the recommended length is 200-250 words.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The major scientific concerns noticed in this manuscript are:
-the sample size, which is marginal for GMM: 132 observations (12 banks x 11 years) vs >200 typically required for reliability.

-omitted variable bias that should be addressed; only 2 independent variables making the model too simplistic for banking performance analysis. Bank specific controls (size, capital adequacy), macroeconomic controls, and regulatory & environmental factors should be taken into account.

-risk asset measurement that is incomplete since only loans/advances and investment securities are considered, while NPL ratios, risk-weighted assets, liquidity risk measures are missing.

	There is a strong contextual relevance (Nigerian banking sector thoroughly represented), and a good recent coverage (85% post-2015).
