	The results section could be made clearer and more insightful by incorporating references to similar studies with both supportive and contradictory findings. In addition, the authors may consider drawing inferences from the results rather than merely presenting the findings, as this would strengthen the discussion and provide greater scientific value. 

The methodology section could be more specific if the author clearly explains the basis for selecting the study area and respondents. Since the district records high productivity, classifying farmers into small, medium, and large categories would provide a stronger foundation for the analysis. Such stratification would also help in better understanding adoption constraints and in making more targeted recommendations.
