The description of the prior endodontic access is incomplete: it does not specify whether pulp sensibility testing was performed (positive/negative).

Preoperative radiographs are not shown, which would impede assessment of root length, apical width, surrounding osseous structures, and crestal bone level.
For intervention : 

The rationale for the chosen intervention (osteotomy and crown lengthening) raises concerns in a growing, pediatric patient, given potential invasiveness. Consider highlighting that durable, controllable aesthetics and future prognosis of anterior teeth crown-lengthening surgery are not suitable for pediatric patients in the developmental stage.
Orthodontic traction, when feasible, can better preserve the physiological periodontal ligament attachment and may be preferable to surgical crown-lengthening in children;

On missing case details:

The manuscript would benefit from explicit reporting of post-traumatic delay, pulp sensibility testing results (positive/negative) prior to intervention, and preoperative radiographs detailing root length, apex width, surrounding osseous structures, and crestal bone level.
On the management strategy:

Durable controllable aesthetics and future prognosis of anterior teeth crown-lengthening surgery are not suitable for pediatric patients in the developmental stage; orthodontic traction should be considered to preserve physiological periodontal membrane attachment when possible. This point would benefit from explicit discussion and justification within the manuscript.
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
