	This article addresses the post-harvest storage and shelf-life extension of brinjal (Solanum melongena), a widely consumed vegetable in India. With post-harvest losses remaining a significant challenge in India, research on cold storage applications has direct implications for improving food security, reducing wastage, and enhancing market value. The study contributes practically useful findings for farmers, retailers, and storage facility managers. While there are similar study in global level, this particular study has regional importance, especially in demonstrating shelf-life under controlled cold storage conditions compared to ambient storage.

	The current title is suitable and reflects the essence of the paper- its objective and method. However, from the Grammar point of view if the word “Determine” can be replaced by “Determining”, it will be grammatically correct.

	The abstract is clear and concise, but it will look more robust if following can be included:

a) Including the experimental sample size and methodology more clearly.

b) Highlighting numerical findings (e.g., exact weight loss percentages under both conditions).

	The manuscript is scientifically correct in terms of methodology and interpretation; however, statistical analysis is not explicitly presented (significance tests). This weakens the robustness of the findings. Including statistical validation would strengthen the research more.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references are relevant but little old. Many are from 2001–2010, with only a few recent citations (2018–2021). I recommend adding more recent studies on brinjal cold storage and post-harvest physiology to enhance the literature base (e.g., papers from 2020–2024).
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language is generally understandable but requires polishing for scholarly communication. Some sentences are repetitive or awkwardly phrased. Suggested improvements:

a) Replace “From on words 8th day more shrivelling was observed” with “From the 8th day onwards, higher shrivelling was observed.”

b) Ensure consistency in tense and grammar throughout.
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	The manuscript can be considered with minor revisions.
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
