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	The sample size of 50 is relatively small, and the study does not include a control group. Without comparing the prevalence of vitamin D3 in test and control groups, it is impossible to determine whether the observed rate of vitamin D deficiency is specifically linked to the thalassaemia test group or due to iron overload, and it may only represent the prevalence of vitamin D in that population.
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
