Therefore, the causal reference models applied in impact assessment are not possible. However, since the food security indicators are from the same household (i.e., data point), the errors of household food insecurity access, household dietary diversity score, and coping strategies index models are correlated. They should be estimated using a technique involving seemingly unrelated equations, and socioeconomic and demographic variables should be included in the model as control variables.
