The paper would benefit from more recent international sources (2019–2024) on LIS capacity building, digital librarianship, and ICT in emerging economies.

Suggested addition by having recent works on digital transformation in libraries, global LIS curriculum reforms, and open data movements.

	The language is understandable, yet it contains several grammatical faults, wordiness, and poor phrasing. 
Sentences should be condensed, and expert editing is advised for scholarly readability. 
It is important to maintain consistency in tense and proper use of academic words (for example, "economics" vs. "economies").

	

	Optional/General comments


	The study has valuable content, however several portions (particularly the literature review) are excessively long.  Consider condensing repeated explanations. 

A conceptual framework diagram or model might assist readers visualize proposed capacity-building actions. 

The article should focus on practical proposals and how LIS professionals might realistically implement them.
The paper is valuable and relevant, but it requires improvements in the abstract, language, integration of current literature, and deep analytical review to reach quality of publication.
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
