	This case report contributes to the literature importantly documenting a rare but serious complication of total hip arthroplasty (THA). People recognize the occurrence of pseudotumors in non-MoM prostheses (such as metal-on-polyethylene) less than when they form with metal-on-metal (MoM) prostheses. Early intervention is reinforced further, diagnostic challenges are highlighted as well, and vigilance in long-term follow-up is underscored quite strongly. Orthopedic surgeons also radiologists and clinicians find such findings to be clinically valuable. These results aid those experts who handle arthroplasty.
