	Immune reconstitution inflammatory syndrome (IRIS) is well-documented, but it presents challenges in diagnosis and management. IRIS in patients with acquired immune deficiency syndrome (AIDS) can be characterised by unusual manifestations of opportunistic infections. This case aims to explore progressive disseminated histoplasmosis presenting as unmasking IRIS in a patient with advanced HIV disease. A 23-year-old male patient presented to the hospital with a 7-day history of fever, cough with expectoration, shortness of breath, and progressive weight loss over the past 2 months. The patient also reported a 2-day history of night sweats, chills, and one episode of epistaxis a day before presentation. He was a known case of HIV since birth and had stopped taking antiretroviral therapy medications for the past 7 years. Upon examination, he was febrile (temperature 104°F), had normal blood pressure (110/80 mmHg), and was tachycardic (heart rate 143 bpm), requiring 4 L/min of oxygen via nasal prongs. This case highlights the potential for progressive disseminated histoplasmosis to present as an unmasking IRIS phenomenon in a patient with advanced HIV infection shortly after starting antiretroviral therapy.
