	While the case is well-documented, the article lacks details on the patient's specific lab values (e.g., liver function tests) which were mentioned as "within normal limits" without providing the actual data. Additionally, a more detailed description of the endoscopic failure could have provided better context.

Yes: The patient, a 29-year-old female, gave her consent for treatment. While the article does not explicitly state "informed consent was obtained," it is a fundamental requirement for medical procedures. Her participation in the case report itself implies she consented to the publication of her medical information in an anonymized format. The absence of identifying details like name or specific dates protects her privacy.
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
