	The title reflects both the complication and its clinical context. Instead of highlighting severity with the word “enormous”, it should be written as “Intrahepatic subcapsular hematoma: A rare complication of laparoscopic cholecystectomy”. This term has been used frequently throughout the manuscript and is also mentioned in the literature. By mentioning intrahepatic subcapsular hematoma in the title, we can also make the paper SEO optimized.

	No, the abstract does not provide sufficient details, such as the patient’s age, presenting symptoms and their severity, the diagnosis and the treatment given. The discussion section is also very brief and lacks important details including epidemiological data, available treatment options and the significance of embolization. The take-home message is unclear. Please consider adding all the essential details and ensure that the word count follows the journal guidelines, which appears to be around 200 for the abstract section

	The introduction of this case report is inadequate and should follow the basic structure of starting with what is known, followed by what is unknown, then stating the hypothesis or aim, describe how the case was collected and finally concluding with the take home message and explaining why this case report is important to the literature and what future directions you suggest.
The case presentation lacks vital preoperative details, such as the imaging findings before laparoscopic cholecystectomy which could help rule out the pre-existing vascular abnormalities, and the operative details that could help identify intraoperative challenges or injuries. Laboratory investigations especially the coagulation profile are not mentioned which are necessary to determine bleeding risk. The author should also consider including follow up laboratory tests and imaging assessments to justify the claim of patient’s recovery, and the postoperative prognosis. 
Start your discussion by restating the conclusion of the aim of your case report, then include addition details of the available treatment options for ISH. Make sure to include the risk factors that can lead to ISH post cholecystectomy and how can it be avoided. Additionally, address the limitations of your case report such as missing follow-up details.
