	Yes it is. It identifies the clinical importance of pediatric orofacial tumours: it mentions epidemiological intent; some key results are included, such as the most common tumour and tumour site; it states significant correlations, such as between age and tumour duration.

However, some data are missing:

1. Study design and duration are not clearly mentioned.

2. Sample size (172 cases) is missing in the abstract, although it is central to interpreting the results.

3. The methods are uncelar — it only says “histopathology and clinical records were retrieved”.

4. The analytical approach (e.g., descriptive stats, chi-square tests) is not described.

5. No information is provided on treatments administered or clinical outcomes, which are part of the full manuscript.

6. There is no mention of the study’s relevance, i.e., why these findings matter or what they imply for clinical practice or future research.
