	I have provided several key suggestions below aimed at enhancing the clarity, structure, and overall presentation of the manuscript. These recommendations are intended to strengthen the impact of the case report and improve its readability for a broader clinical audience.

Q1) Author mention the rarity of purulent pleurisy secondary to dental cellulitis, but you could emphasize its clinical implications more directly. Does it often go undiagnosed, e.g. due to socioeconomic factors (e.g., rural settings, lack of access to care)? Are there specific signs that clinicians should watch for? What makes management particularly difficult in precarious settings (were imaging or lab resources limited)?

Q2) Author mention that publications are mainly case reports, is this due to absence of large-scale studies or guidelines or lack of standardized treatment protocols? Discussing pathophysiology (e.g., spread via fascial planes or hematogenous route). Highlighting what makes this case unique?

Q3) in the section of Case Presentation: could you please establish clear Timeline of the events as the Case report discusses events for 21 days; and comment on Ethical Considerations: e.g., Informed consent from the patient and Institutional approval if required. 

Q4) Author mentioned negative pus cultures, but it would be helpful to specify what bacteria that culture was screening for or if possible a PCR test? Possible reasons for culture negativity (prior antibiotics, anaerobic organisms, lab limitations)? Whether molecular diagnostics (e.g., PCR) were considered or unavailable.

Q5) In the imaging section, X-ray and CT scans were mentioned. Could you please include more detail on the imaging findings (e.g., loculated effusion? lung collapse? mediastinal shift?). Please make more detailed comments in the Figure’s caption. You could also emphasize the diagnostic limitations of plain radiography in complex infections.

Q6) Authors could emphasize in the conclusion: The role of traditional medicine and delayed care in rural settings. The need for community education on dental hygiene, and Implications for health systems in resource-limited environments.

Q7) References to several studies, are excellent, however try summarizing what those studies concluded and highlight how this case differs or adds new insight. 
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
