· Agriculture contributes around 15–20% of Haryana’s Gross State Domestic Product (GSDP), despite the rapid growth of industry and services.

· Understanding the trajectory helps measure the relative decline of agriculture’s share in GSDP while assessing its absolute growth.

· Sectoral analysis also indicates shifts within agriculture—from food grains (wheat, rice) to horticulture, dairy, and fisheries.

2. Policy Formulation and Resource Allocation
· Scientific measurement of growth rates (e.g., Compound Annual Growth Rate – CAGR) across crops and sub-sectors helps in evidence-based policy planning.

· Data-driven insights guide allocation of irrigation resources, subsidies, credit, and infrastructure to high-potential areas.

· It enables evaluation of programs such as Minimum Support Price (MSP), Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY), and crop diversification schemes.
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
