    The research was focused on a clear purpose: to measure the pollution of heavy metals and the effect on the water quality and biodiversity of the water body. The research had a decisive sampling collection and analysis strategy, which met the international standards (APHA, BIS, ISO). The results were obtained by using advanced methods like ICP-MS. Statistical analysis and comparison with standard criteria: Each relationship between heavy metals and animal communities (including zooplankton) was statistically examined in detail, which contributed to the increased credibility of the results. The findings were also compared to BIS and ICMR standards, which gave the study a practical angle. The results were similar to those of other prior studies, particularly when it came to water quality variation between dry and wet seasons.
