The abstract is clear and structured, but overly long and overloaded with numerical details. It should be revised to be more concise and reducing statistical clutter.

	The manuscript is generally sound but requires improvements:
- The rationale for choosing only five countries is not provided.
- The sample size (250 participants) is small for continent-wide generalization.
- Interview methods and validation of thematic analysis need more detail.
- Statistical analysis is limited (correlation only). Including regression or multivariate analysis would strengthen the rigor.

Yes, the references are largely recent (2021–2025). However, there are duplications (e.g., Aina & Ezeuduji, 2021) and heavy reliance on unpublished theses/dissertations. More peer-reviewed journal articles should be incorporated.

The English is understandable but requires substantial editing. The manuscript contains grammatical errors, heavy structures, and excessive repetition of 'feminist dominance', which diminishes clarity. Professional language editing is strongly recommended.
