	The abstract is generally well-written, but the reviewer thinks the frequency of explaining the research result is excessive. Dedicating more space to the main contributions and conclusions would be helpful.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	For Theoretical Frameworks, Postcolonial feminist theory and intersectionality theory both plays minor role in explaining the concept. The author should add more literatures and support for why these frameworks are necessary to explain feminist re-definition in Africa. Currently, there is less relationship between the article and the theoretical framework. 
Additionally, the author should explain why the mechanism for re-definition of feminist ideologies differ from urban and rural areas. Mupawose and Ojo (2023) work is adequate, but more literature evidence is needed.
For Quantitative methods, using t-test or ANOVA test is strongly recommended to demonstrate that differences between urban and rural areas are statistically significant and convincing. Also, providing correlation values for urban areas and rural areas separately would be another strategy to show the differences.

	Optional/General comments


	There is a drawback in that role of theoretical framework becomes less apparent as the paper progresses. Also, the reviewer felt that literature review regarding the difference between urban and rural areas was somewhat insufficient.
The article would benefit significantly from strengthening the theoretical framework. Additionally, implementing further statistical analysis that can better demonstrate the differences between rural and urban groups would enhance the quality of this work.
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
