	The references are quite adequate and encompass both global and African viewpoints, featuring multiple recent sources. However, a few are somewhat outdated, and certain citations (e.g., DOIs/URLs) are not fully provided. I recommend incorporating more up-to-date studies on participatory climate governance as well as Kenya's Climate Change Act (2016) or National Adaptation Plan (2018–2022) to enhance policy significance. Incorporating global IPCC AR6 (2022) reports would further improve the relevance and trustworthiness of the reference list. One of the paper also published on the similar area mentioned below-
