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	This research work presents multifaceted and diverse roles held till date by women of

Rajasthan. These robust women from the vibrant and colorful landscape of Rajasthan have

been eulogized for preserving the culture and tradition of its people down the ages. They have

not only preserved its art forms, but also other societal norms. They have been praised for

their martial skills, their artistic skills and their participation in governing the gentia. Author

has taken up impressive research and an interdisciplinary approach to make significant

contributions in understanding gender roles in regional land of Rajasthan.

Abstract of the paper has been carefully constructed to highlight the main point taken up in

the paper on three aspects of women’s role in this land. She is both the custodian of home and

culture, secondly she is praised as an artist as creator and performer and thirdly she is the

modern versatile women entrepreneur.

Each section of the paper explores a different aspect of women from Rajasthan. These

women are involved in rituals of the land, they take active part in seasonal ceremonies and

author argues how they are both ritual leaders and its facilitators, they promote communal

identity.

As preservers and dispensers of knowledge, oral art of storytelling taken up by this gender

has kept multifaceted Rajasthan united throughout history. Rajasthan has rich folk traditions

that celebrate auspicious occasions with songs, rituals and dances. Women enjoy space of

their own where these traditions are kept alive in shared experiences. Author has beautifully

captured these moments.

Most important point touched upon by the author is economic freedom of subjugated women

of Rajasthan. Author elaborates upon efforts of organizations and Govt of India’s plans in

support of these steadfast women. Paper takes about these efforts at individual level as well

as institutional level. It talks about the significant role of UNESCO and other NGOs in aiding

these innovative women.

The paper would benefit if it includes within its comparative framework, similar traditional

societies and women from around the world. This could include the Maasai Kenyan women,

indigenous tribal women of Latin America, or it could be those from the Geisha sect in Japan.

This kind of study would put Rajasthani women among global narratives.

Further, the author can perhaps enrich the paper by including the impact of modern lifestyle

and diasporic connection—that certainly goes into transforming traditional roles. All this

would make the paper relevant and interesting to readers across the seas.
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
