The current version correctly summarizes the study's purpose and findings, including the positive and significant effect of all three independent variables on local economic growth. However, to make it more informative for a scholarly audience, it should explicitly include the numerical results from the analysis. Specifically, mentioning that the variables collectively explain 58.1% of the variance in local economic growth would be a valuable addition. Furthermore, including the beta coefficients for each variable—MSME collaboration (β = 0.412), creative economy education (β = 0.302), and digital marketing (β = 0.194)—would clearly illustrate the relative strength of each factor's influence. This would provide a more precise and data-driven summary of the research's contributions.
