	The abstract effectively articulates the study's objective, methods, and primary findings, although it might be crisper and more succinct. Currently, several phrases are extended and repeated, which obscures the main points. For example, the emphasis on methods may be reduced while the originality and practical consequences of the findings were prioritized. 

Furthermore, expressions such as "underweight pre testing" appear to be typographical mistakes (most likely meaning "underwent pre-testing") and should be changed. A more polished abstract should emphasize (1) the problem (low awareness of sports career opportunities), (2) the approach (mixed methods with students, teachers, and heads), (3) the main result (students lack awareness and have negative perceptions), and (4) the practical recommendation (need for supportive environments, training, and policy reforms).

	The manuscript is scientifically accurate. The study adopts a convergent mixed-methods design that incorporates both quantitative and qualitative methodologies, hence increasing the validity of the findings. The sampling methodology (stratified random for students and purposive for teachers/heads) and reliability testing (Cronbach's alpha = 0.771) are explicitly described to ensure methodological rigor. The approach is suitable, utilizing descriptive statistics for quantitative data and theme analysis for qualitative inputs. The discussion is logically related to the findings and is based on applicable theory (Human Capital Theory) and earlier research, which lends credence to the conclusions.

	The references are typically adequate and contain contemporary research (2020-2025) from both local and international contexts, hence increasing the paper's relevance. To increase the worldwide viewpoint, more global literature on sports employment and young career awareness might be included. These would contribute to the conversation by linking Tanzanian findings to wider global frameworks for sport management and young employment.

	The paper is written in clear, accessible English, and the meaning of the content is easily conveyed. However, certain grammatical faults, uneven verb tenses, and strange phrasings detract from the overall fluency. For example, the phrase "student are confident" should be changed to "students are confident." A comprehensive language edits by a professional editor or a native English-speaking academic is recommended to improve readability and verify the work complies with international scholarly communication standards.

	The conclusion successfully summarizes the findings but could be strengthened to emphasize contribution and broader impact. It currently restates results (students’ low awareness and societal barriers) without fully stressing the study’s implications for policy and practice. A more effective conclusion would:

· Reaffirm the central problem (low awareness and support for sports careers among students).

· Stress the significance of investing in infrastructure, career guidance, and policy integration.

· Highlight the broader impact (addressing youth unemployment, diversifying career options, aligning education with labor market needs).

· Suggest directions for future research (e.g., expanding to other regions of Tanzania or comparing rural vs. urban schools).
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
