· Overgeneralization risk: Phrases like “considerable benefits to human health, social cohesion, cultural identity” are broad; specifying which aspects were consistently reported would increase rigour.

· Policy and governance discussion: Challenges like “fragmented governance” are mentioned, but it’s unclear whether this is derived from literature, case studies, or expert opinion. More specificity would strengthen credibility.

· Balance between global and local evidence: The study mentions combining global and local contexts, but it’s unclear how the global evidence informs recommendations for Ghana specifically.
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
