	Yes, the study is scientifically robust. The methodology is appropriate, using HPLC-UV for acrylamide determination, and the statistical analyses (ANOVA and Tukey-Kramer test) are correctly applied. Results are consistent with international literature, and the discussion is balanced with relevant comparisons.

	References are sufficient, relevant, and include recent publications up to 2021. The inclusion of more recent WHO/FAO guidelines (2022–2023) on acrylamide and food contaminants could further strengthen the discussion.

	Yes, the English is suitable for scholarly communication. Minor grammatical improvements and rephrasing could improve flow in certain sections, but overall, it is clear and professional.
Example:

Suggestion: 

“Coffee recorded the highest average acrylamide level (130.28 µg/kg) and one of the highest individual concentrations (226.7 µg/kg).”

General Suggestions for Improvement

Avoid Repetition

Strengthen Academic Connectors

Use a wider range of academic connectors for better flow and coherence: however, moreover, in contrast, notably, consequently, therefore, as a result.

Consistency in Units

Ensure consistency in the use of measurement units (µg/kg) and maintain a standard style (e.g., always leave a space before the unit: 130.28 µg/kg).

Conciseness and Clarity

Shorten overly long sentences by splitting them into two. This will improve clarity and avoid ambiguity.

	This is an important contribution to the literature on food safety in informal settlements. The manuscript could benefit from a stronger section on practical recommendations for local vendors and policymakers, to make the findings more actionable.
