These gender differences need to be studied for accuracy of findings and will provide in-depth insight to the readers. The impact of gender on communication styles is an important variable which cannot be ignored.

1. Compare the practice of parent-adolescent communication among adolescents in urban and rural secondary schools in Bayelsa State.

2. Compare adolescents’ perceptions of parent-adolescent communication among adolescents in urban and rural secondary schools in Bayelsa State.
A clearer way of stating these objectives would be as follows:

How often do urban and rural parents and adolescents communicate with each other on the topics of sexual and reproductive health?

How do rural and urban adolescents feel about these communications?

	These recommendations mentioned above are suggested that these be incorporated to make the manuscript robust and clear. In doing so the manuscript will uphold the scientific rigor that is required for a prestigious journal like the Asian Journal of Medicine and Health. The results need to specify the impact of gender as a strong variable that can impact communications on both sides.  Clubbing the genders together leads to a major lacuna of this study. 
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
