	First of all, I would like to congratulate the authors for this review article, which has been carefully written with an understandable and simple narrative. Here is my review for improving the paper.
The introduction is too long. Because it's so long, it veers into a discussion. I recommend shortening it by at least half. Instead of a paragraph that begins with "in conclusion," it would be better to use a phrase like "in accordance with available information" at the end of the introduction part. A conclusion would be more appropriate if it began the final paragraph of the paper. Furthermore, the final paragraph of the introduction should emphasize the purpose of the study. Total number of reviewed articles and the number of articles enrolled to study did not mentioned in material and methods section. The results section can be shortened by presenting the general structure of the reviewed articles (number of patients, their characteristics, data comparisons, the parameters and results to be discussed) in one or more tables without repeating intext. Conlusion part should mention the reviewed papers comparison reults of the authors. The number of articles published in the last 5-10 years was found to be very low. The number of references should be increased by selecting more recent publications. Recent references should be used in the discussion, and new literature should be addressed without further ado.
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
