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	****In the end of the introduction section the authors report that: In distinction, in adults, ALL is among a minority of the leukemias with a tiny fraction of all malignancies, and has a long-term poor disease-free survival for adults in the range of 30% to 40%22. I prepare such paragraph for shedding a light on the immune nature of the disease which responsible for the aggressive course and poor disease-free survival for adults:

Interleukin-10 (IL-10) is a key cytokine in the regulation of the immune response [1&2], initially influencing the development of ALL [3]. TGF-β1is a key regulator of immune homeostasis [4], increased TGFB1 expression in paediatric acute lymphoblastic leukemia (ALL), is linked to BM fibrosis & unfavourable outcome [5]. VEGF is considered as a key regulator in angiogenesis occurs within the bone marrow [6], its higher serum VEGF level is associated with less satisfying prognosis in children with ALL [7]. Programmed death receptor-ligand 1 (PD-L1) plays an important role in the progression of malignant disorders [8], its more prominent at relapse in T-ALL patients [9].
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****In the discussion section the authors report that: Leucostasis brought by Hyperleukocytosis can lead to obstruction of small cerebral veins26 and micro-channels. Additional vascular wall damage may occur from the proliferation and local invasion of leukemic cells. the author should explain this sentence that not all ALL cases associated with high leukocyte count. So, the following should add to explain the previous statement:
