The number of keywords is limited (only three). It is recommended to expand this to 5–6 keywords. For instance, terms such as kyphosis, neurological complications, epidural abscess, and imaging diagnosis could be added to increase discoverability.
Comment 2:
Some content is repeated across different sections. For example: “The primary routes of infection are pulmonary or genitourinary, and 50% of all TB patients have a primary pulmonary focus or a history of pulmonary tuberculosis.” Please consider removing redundancies to improve the flow and conciseness of the manuscript.

	Figures are not cited within the text. Please ensure that all figures are properly referred to in the relevant sections of the manuscript.
The introduction currently reads more like a general overview and lacks a clear structure. It is recommended to rewrite this section with a standard format, including background, rationale, and study objectives.

It is unclear whether Figure 7 was adapted from another source. If so, the appropriate citation must be included. Similarly, for all other figures that are not original, proper references should be provided.
The conclusion could be strengthened by highlighting the need for further research, for example on shorter anti-tuberculosis regimens. This would increase the scholarly value of the conclusion.
The paper addresses an important topic; however, it requires revisions before it can be considered for publication. 
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
