	Sstrengths of the article:

The use of a mixed-methods approach, including a questionnaire (quantitative) and focus groups (qualitative).

The article demonstrates well how cultural, social, and economic factors (such as maternal employment, education level, and financial constraints) influence nutritional behaviors, which is essential for designing future interventions.

Areas for improvement:

Discussion and comparison: The Discussion section of the article could be stronger. Currently, the findings are compared with other studies, but possible reasons for similarities or differences (except in a few cases) are not explored in more depth. For example, why was fear of HIV/AIDS transmission not a factor in this community? Have awareness programs been successful or is there another cultural reason?

Practical implications and recommendations: The Conclusion section is somewhat general. The article could end stronger by providing specific and actionable recommendations for policymakers, health professionals, and community-based educational programs. What exactly should be implemented for whom and how?
It is a good article, however, it needs some corrections in the discussion and conclusion sections.
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
