	The article discusses the prevalence and associated factors in HIV patients who also have co-infection with TB. The article has good value as the study is conducted in a hospital in Africa, where the prevalence of HIV and TB is high.  The authors used multivariate analysis to adjust for confounders, which is good as well. The study found that co-infection was higher in patients who were aged more than 60 years, in patients not taking antiretroviral treatment for HIV which increased the risk of co-infection with TB and if HIV patients had cough then it was likely they would also have TB infection. The presence of chest pain meant lower chances of Co-infection. The authors also include multiple tables for their study including univariate analysis of factors associated with HIV-TB coinfection, and  multivariate analysis of factors associated with HIV-TB coinfection. Overall it is a prevalence and analysis study and is moderate to good addition to HIV-TB literature. The outcomes studied are not one of the strongest such as cough and chest pain. It would be expected that someone with cough and HIV can have higher incidence on co-infection.
