	Yes, it is suitable. However, since the study used a descriptive survey design and simple regression analysis, the word "perceived" in the title might be better suited for a qualitative study, while this research is actually quantitative.
My suggestion is to remove the word perceived and replace with a more suitable alternative. Also, the tests described in the abstract must be consistent with the tests described in the full manuscript. i.e independent sample tests in table 5, 6 and table 7.

	The abstract is suitable. However, the keywords that should be listed just after the abstract are missing.
I suggest the authors add the R-Square and Beta values to the abstract which is well presented in its current state.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The manuscript is largely scientifically correct, and the use of SPSS for the analysis is commendable. However, I observed few concerns that that the authors may consider to improve its quality. First, the data collected from the administered questionnaires was analyzed using both descriptive and inferential statistical methods which is in reference to the t-test and the description of the analysis that led to the inference. However, simple regressions analysis was described in the result. This needs to be clarified for better understanding and consistency. 
Secondly, the counts (birth and maternal deaths) needs defined periods which must be verified with the factual figures relating to the 3 factors (exact transport statistics, the level of skills of the personnels, and the facility infrastructure).
