	1.Introduction

· The Introduction is too long and could be shortened to focus on the main points.

· Some background information is not directly related to the study and can be reduced.

· The Introduction should clearly explain why this study is important for healthcare in Nigeria.

2.Methodology

· The Methodology section is very detailed; some procedural descriptions (like daily questionnaire collection) could be shortened.

· Validity is described but needs clearer explanation of how face validation was conducted.
· Ethical considerations are mixed with methodological details; they should be separated for clarity.

· Sampling is described, but the rationale for selecting 100 participants from 110 staff could be explained.

· Definitions of some categories (e.g., “Ego-related matters,” “Flexible logic”) should be clarified for better understanding.

3.Results

· Consider highlighting only key findings in the text and leaving detailed percentages to tables/figures.

· Some percentages and categories in the text do not match the tables and figures (e.g., Table 2 and Figure 2). All tables, figures, and corresponding text should be carefully cross-checked for consistency.

4.Discussion

· The Discussion often repeats the Results instead of interpreting the findings; focus more on explaining the implications of the results.

· Study limitations are not clearly addressed; the discussion should mention sample size, single-location study, and self-reported data as potential limitations.

Some parts of the Discussion are written in a conversational tone; adopting a formal academic style would improve readability.
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
