The report stands out for its comprehensive diagnostic approach, including flexible laryngoscopy, cervical CT imaging, and histopathological confirmation. The successful use of CO₂ laser excision and the immediate resolution of symptoms further underscore the effectiveness of this surgical modality. The identification of non-caseating epithelioid granulomas without necrosis or giant cells was pivotal in establishing the diagnosis, and the exclusion of Mycobacterium tuberculosis via GeneXpert testing was appropriately addressed.

While the case is well-presented, several areas could benefit from further elaboration. longer-term follow-up would be valuable to assess for recurrence or delayed systemic involvement.

This case contributes meaningfully to the literature by highlighting a rare cystic variant of laryngeal sarcoidosis. It reinforces the importance of histopathological analysis in guiding diagnosis and management and showcases the utility of CO₂ laser excision in treating localized disease. Future reports expanding on differential considerations and long-term outcomes will further enrich our understanding of this rare entity.
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
