	General Appraisal:
The manuscript (MP) provides useful information concerning the intricate relationship between soil properties and different Iron (Fe) fractions in saline soils of Gujarat. The MP contains a significant dataset and it is suitable. However, the current MP requires a substantial improvement to meet the criteria for publication in a scientific journal. The primary flaws are associated with structural organization, vividness of the content, data curation and its interpretation. The English should be improved for better readability. 

Title and Abstract:

Avoid verbosity of the title. Remove all the abbreviations from the title and simplify it.

Abstract: 

Reorganise the abstract format into a normal and acceptable pattern. For instance: Introduction, Materials & methods, principal results and epilogue. The main coefficient of correlation should be expressed explicitly. The conclusion along with its importance/recommendations of the should be vividly stated in the last sentence.

Introduction:

The introduction imparts general information on micronutrients and salinity but overlooks the research gaps that this research intends to bridge. 

 Materials and Methods:
The approach for soil sampling is obscure and sampling methods should be stated clearly. In view of the complexity and large dataset, I would like to recommend Principal Component Analysis (PCA) and regression rather than simple correlation. The spatial distribution of different Iron (Fe) fractions in the saline soils of Gujarat, manifested in the maps, should be discussed meticulously. High-definition maps with 300 dpi should be provided for precision. The map provided is inappropriate.
