	This article's introduction is still too long, descriptive, and unfocused on the research problem. The main shortcomings are: (1) unclear research gaps, (2) insufficient empirical data, (3) predominantly outdated references, and (4) the research objectives and contributions are not clearly stated.
It is recommended that this introduction be restructured to be more academic, using the following format: Research Phenomenon – Research Gap – Research Question/Objective – Research Contribution?
The conclusion of this article is more like a summary of theory than research results. Its main shortcomings are: (1) it does not answer the research problem, (2) there are no concrete findings, (3) it does not emphasize contributions, and (4) it does not mention limitations or recommendations.

	Abstracts should be concise (around 150–250 words). However, this abstract reads more like a general introduction to an advertisement than a research summary. Many long sentences with complex structures distract from the main message. Scientific abstracts generally include (Background/research problem, Research objectives, Research methods, Results/main findings, Implications or contributions). In this abstract, the methods and results are completely absent. As a result, the reader is left unclear about the research and its findings. There are many repetitions of phrases such as "the power to attract the attention of consumers, arouse their latent desires, or influence feelings." It makes the abstract seem repetitive and not to the point. Instead of summarizing the study, the abstract contains theoretical explanations of connotation, denotation, and visualization strategies. It reads more like a conceptual essay than a research report. Sentences like "The paper examines the prospects of connotative approache
