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	The study addresses a pressing educational gap: lack of validated, culturally appropriate multimedia resources for Indigenous Peoples’ (IP) education. Each cultural dimension (religion, health, literature, livelihood) is richly described with direct testimonies, quotes, and ethnographic detail, making the findings authentic. With a strengthened theoretical framework, deeper global literature integration, and minor technical refinements, it has strong potential for publication in educational, anthropological, or cultural studies journals.

· While several references are included, the review could be expanded to cover recent multimedia-based pedagogy studies (post-2022) and works on decolonial/indigenous methodologies.

· Separate “descriptive presentation” (e.g., quotes, practices) from “interpretive analysis” (linking findings back to theory and prior literature).

· Comparative studies from other indigenous communities worldwide would strengthen the global positioning of the research.

· Future research directions could be suggested, such as testing the documentaries’ actual classroom impact on student learning outcomes.
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
