	This manuscript is very interesting, particularly regarding ecological preservation based on local wisdom. Scientifically, it offers some insight into the importance of forests for the survival of humanity. However, the content of this manuscript presenting only survey results that are irrelevant to ethnographic methods. Further exploration of the patterns or models associated with these findings is warranted.
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	This manuscript, judging from its title, is very interesting, but the findings described are not analyzed qualitatively. Findings such as the types of plants utilized during certain seasons are not analyzed in more depth (why the plants are harvested during certain seasons) to determine whether there are patterns or methods used by the community to preserve the ecology. It should not simply display the types of plants and their parts utilized. As shown in Table 1, a more in-depth analysis would make the results scientifically useful and interesting for readers in the scientific community. 
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
