	The abstract contains the essential elements that it should have. However, it provides much statistical details. Instead of listing specific variables (age, sex, etc.), it is better to generalize findings more briefly.

	This study is scientifically correct because it follows scientific procedures: it follows basic research framework, it used standardized tests and applied relevant statistical tools and it has a logical flow from the title, methodology, findings and other main part of the manuscript. Hoverer, it lacks a deep literature review and methodological precision that affect its scientific quality.

	The references are not sufficient (only 13 sources) and this justifies lack deep literature view. There are very few recent references (3 only after 2020 and none is over 2022). I suggest that the researcher should read again and find more recent researches to refer to.

	The language quality is not yet suitable for scholarly publication of the article. The researcher is urged to revise the language use of manuscript by correcting the grammar (repetitions and verb tense inconsistencies), syntax, phrasing and choice of words (use of informal expressions).
