	1. The study appears methodologically sound; however, its design is cross-sectional and descriptive in nature, rather than analytical, which limits the depth of inference that can be drawn.

	Several references were not written correctly, and approximately 12 of them are based on doctoral dissertations. Reliance on dissertations as primary references should be avoided, and it is recommended to replace them with peer-reviewed journal articles or other credible scientific sources.
