Notes:

1. There are no references to figures and tables and no disclosure of the content in the text. For example, it is not clear why Figures 1 and 2 are given - there is no reference to them in the text and there is no analysis of the diagrams.

2. Fig. 2. Estimates on per capita urban green space in different cities of India. (Source -Tripathi and Bedi, 2014) - there is a clear error here: the data are given in %, and per capita should be in m2/person. Apparently, this is the value of the indicator of the level of greening (the ratio of the area of green spaces to the total area of the city), it needs to be clarified.

3. The idea of “One Big or Several Small” (Riva and Fahrig, 2023) is working for the natural environment, but obviously poorly suited for the urban area, since the level of biodiversity in cities is more influenced by anthropogenic factors.

4. It is not clear why insect biodiversity is mentioned, and for what is cited (Houlden et al., 2021).

5. There is no need to cite someone else's figure Fig. 3. (Source - Egerer et al., 2024)

6. Tables taken entirely from another source are of no particular value (Table 1. (Source- Athokpam et al., 2024) In the literature review should to show all self-made generalizations of the studied literature and its should be presented in the form of a table.

7. Section 5. – the problem is not “The lack of suitable land in crowded metropolitan areas” for green spaces, but in competition with building areas.

8. About financial constraints and lack of maintenance, - outdated references (Jim, 2004; Baycan-Levent & Nijkamp, 2009). The situation is often different now.
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
