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	Methodological Details:
For a 5 × 15 m plot, the sample size (20 plants per observation) appears to be small. Explain why this was thought to be representative.

Because natural enemies (predators, parasitoids) can confuse the dynamics of pest populations, indicate if they were detected or not.

Statistical Presentation:
