· I think the authors were thorough in characterizing the study place, as well as the health determinants for the infections under study. This is very positive for readers' understanding of the context.
· I think it would be interesting to have a paragraph that addresses the limitations of the study, since for example the "Kato - Katz" method, despite being the gold standard for Schistosoma mansoni, is not very sensitive for parasites such as Strongyloides Stercoralis, therefore the prevalence of this one may be underestimated.
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
