	The manuscript is generally well written; however, there are some scientific issues, like there is inconsistency in the names of the questionnaires in the methods and results sections. Additionally, the results are not presented with clarity, and some findings, such as those of regression, are presented in more detail in the abstract compared to the results section. Some improvements are suggested:
In Methods, mention the time period in specific months and years during which the study was conducted.
Mention the Cronbach’s alpha coefficient obtained in the pretest.
There is no mention of the World Health Organization Five Well-Being Index (WHO-5) in the result section; therefore, check if it was the actual questionnaire used.
Mention the score interpretation ranges and validity of the World Health Organization Five Well-Being Index (WHO-5) and provide a reference.
There is no mention of the General Health Questionnaire (GHQ-12) in the methods section; however, the results section presents its findings. Therefore, check and mention in the methods if GHQ-12 was used in this study, its procedure, the number and type of items, the scoring criteria, the score range interpretation, and the validity with reference.
Check if both WHO-5 and GHQ-12 were used in this study.
Describe in detail how associated factors were assessed, the names of all the assessed factors, and if these were directly asked from the participants, similar to sociodemographic information, instead of using any separate scale.
In the results, present all sociodemographic information, such as gender, education, and occupation, in the form of a table.
In the results, check if the name of the Well-Being questionnaire is mentioned correctly.
Describe how findings in table 3 were obtained and how broad classification was done, as this classification is not much different from the table; however, the findings are different from table 2.
Describe how narrative analysis findings were obtained.
It would be better if a correlation were presented between the variables presented in narrative analysis in the form of a table.
