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	The manuscript is important for the scientific community because it reports, for the first time, the detailed chemical profiling of Uvaria chamae leaf essential oil from Côte d’Ivoire, an organ that has been less studied compared to roots and bark. The dominance of β-caryophyllene and its epoxidized derivatives provides new chemotaxonomic insights and identifies renewable sources of bioactive sesquiterpenes. These findings not only expand the phytochemical knowledge of the Annonaceae family but also open perspectives for therapeutic, cosmetic, and agro-food applications. Thus, the study contributes to both fundamental research and the sustainable valorization of natural resources.
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
